2011 Gold Award Winners!
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In 2011 we received 23 nominations for the  Volunteering England’s Gold Award which is the only national student volunteering award that recognises Achievement, Dedication and Leadership within Further and Higher Education. 
Below are the 2011 winners and why they were nominated!: 
Category of Leadership
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Hannah Ewens (Left)
Hannah has volunteered at 2 placements this year and has developed her leadership skills to become the lead coach at both placements.  As a Volunteer Co-ordinator for the PasSPORT volunteer programme she has supported and mentored 8 students who are involved in sports volunteering, promoting UBS activities across campus whenever possible.
Abigail McIntosh (from Links)(right)
Abigail has been Chair of the LINKS volunteering project for the last 12 months, and has given up over 750 hours and has lead the group to win a award for the ‘Best Team Performance’. She has presided over one of the most successful recruitment periods and has secured £1600 of funding for the group to purchase an automated External Defibrillator. 

Category of Achievement
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Students in Free Enterprise Group (SIFE) (Left)
SIFE Birmingham projects are international and Birmingham based, supporting this year the Aston Manor Transport Museum in raising £100,000 within 2 months to avoid closure, and increasing the employability skills of 7 unemployed inner-city girls through their gold project. 
Nightline(right)
Nightline provides an anonymous, confidential, non-judgemental and impartial support and information service to students. With team of 80 dedicated volunteer,  this is the first year that they have used an instant messaging service. 
Category of Dedication
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Carnival Rag 2010 (right)
Carnival Rag’s 17 committee members and volunteers raised over £42,000 for Local Midlands’ charities in the year 2010. They have been told by the West Midlands police that their bar crawl Carnage is the best student run event in Birmingham. 

Saturday Morning Play Scheme(left)
SMPS provides trips and activities every Saturday morning for local children with disabilities, many of whom are also from disadvantaged backgrounds, they have secured over £5000 of funding this year alone.
Special mention to James Kendrick and Jen Coats who were both nominated for– Dedication & Achievement, for their fundraising efforts and their dedication to the student groups that they are involved in running.

This year’s judges were Sarah Marshal,  Extending Learning Officer from Birmingham City Council, Paul Scott PSA Project Officer, James Arthur Head of Education and Matt Lamb(VP SAD). The awards were given out on June 17th within a joint ceremony with the Jobzone (SEOTY Awards) and the Careers Service (Honey Pot and Student Development Award).
