Section Four: Written Statement in Support of Motion (shall normally be no more than 500 words)

	We are proposing that the Guild of Students should no longer endorse the Unite Against Fascism (UAF) campaign and should instead endorse the Hope Not Hate campaign. This is due to alleged links between UAF and the Socialist Worker Party (SWP) and the apparent unwillingness to recognise the systematic slaughter of 6 million Jews by the Nazis in much of its literature. 

Concerns of the links between UAF and the SWP relate to events that occurred in 2010 whereby a prominent member of the SWP was accused of sexually assaulting a young woman and the investigation was dealt with as an "internal matter" arguably, to protect the leadership.

Moreover, here is a link to a leaflet produced by the SWP which refers to the slaughter of LGBT people, trade unionists and disabled people by the Nazis but there is no mention of the persecution of Jewish people. http://www.workersliberty.org/system/files/attachment-0001.jpeg
